Board Minutes for March 1, 2008

Old Business:

1.  Spring Spotacular

-High point awards for the show were also discussed.  Discussion was held and was decided to see how much trivets would be as well as embroidered caps.  Thoughts were that these businesses may donate services which would equal a sponsorship.  Eight High-Point awards are needed.  
-Bedding was discussed.  Penny is in contact with TSC in Mitchell making arrangements.  She will have more information next meeting.

-McCrossans will be contacted to do the clean-up again. 

-Sponsors were discussed. Dorine has already contact Cowboy Magic about a donation.  Pfeiffer’s will be letting us use a tractor again.  Both companies will be listed as sponsors on the website and be allowed to hang banners.  Other sponsors were discussed.  Dorine had an idea to have a local business like Haegals about doing some type of sponsorship were people had to go to the store to claim their prize.  Penny will talk to Campbell’s about a sponsorship.  
-The judges’ hotel rooms have been reserved.  The hotel were the judges are staying has asked to buy some ad space as a sponsorship.  Motion made and approved to allow the hotel to purchase a small ad for $50.  

-Judges were discussed.  Two are driving and two are flying.  Since there are 2 judges driving, the judges would be able to drive themselves as needed. 

-CON is cross-approved to Nebraska, MRVAA and Iowa at this time.  If more clubs contract us, we will cross-approve with their shows as well.

-It was discussed to send another email to the regional clubs asking the clubs to distribute our flyers at their state Horse Fairs.  We would also be more than willing to do the same in return.  

2.  Horse Fair was also discussed.  We are getting supplies from ApHC including judging guides, laminated ads and other information to have in the stall to hand out.  We will also have show bills and CON info to hand out. Lori has a horse that she is willing to bring for the breed avenue.

3.  Trail ride was discussed. Roth’s have offered to let us have it there again.  Lori will contact Craig to find a date when he is available.  A sign-up sheet will be placed at the breed both at SD Horse Fair for those interested in riding.  
New Business:

1.  Criteria for Year-End Awards was discussed.  Several different suggestion and ideas were presented.  The following criteria were discussed.  At the next meeting, this will be voted on. 

To have a horse or rider earn year end points the following criteria must be met:

-owner and exhibitor must be members

-points don’t count until membership paid

-Non-pro & Youth: that person must have shown or worked at Spring Show

-Open:  horse must be shown or owner must have shown or worked at spring show
2.  Membership cards are running low.  Once the old cards are used up, new ones will be printed using the computer.  

3.  Since we are so proud of the Youth Judging Guides, we want to get the word out to 4-H and FFA groups across the state.  Denise will email the extension agents and FFA leaders letting them know that it is available and to contact the ApHC for more guides.

4.  Motion made and approved to pay 2008 Horse Council Membership

5.  Motion made and approved to pay website hosting fee.

6.  Discussion was held concerning the SD State Fair Appaloosa show.  Doug Nickels said it seems like the SD State Fair is eager to have an Appaloosa show.  If the show can be held before the Nebraska State Fair, more people might be entered.  

7.  Dorine suggested sending show bills to Twin Cities Appaloosa Horse sales.  This would be a great encouragement for new appaloosa owners if they are wondering what they can do with their horses.  Denise will send a letter to Jim Simon asking if we can do that.

8.  Denise has 2 Black Hills Silver Necklaces that she is willing to donate for a raffle.  If more items are donated, they can also be given as prizes.  She will try to have the tickets ready for SD Horse Fair.

9.  Denise asked if CON was interested in using an electric eye for the Spring Spotacular.  It was decided to have Denise see if she can get the eye for the clubs use.
