Meeting Minutes, 1/5/08

The Center of the Nation ApHC met Jan. 5, 2008 at the East Hall, DSU Campus.  Officers present were Penney Petersen, Danny & Dorine Bennett, Doug & Lori Richards, Doug Nickel, and guest present was Terri McCarty.

President Penney Petersen called the meeting to order.  The Secretary’s report was read and approved, as was the Treasurer’s report. 

The list of 2007-year end award winners was reviewed.  One of the requirements to qualify for a year-end award is showing at the CON Spring Show.  The list was revised to meet this requirement.  Discussion was held on if an awards banquet was necessary.  Attendance is minimal at the event, however, since most recipients of awards attend the Spring Spotacular show could some time be set aside during a break to recognize the winners?  It was decided to hold the awards banquet for the 2007 awards, but to pursue that idea for the 2008 awards.  The date of the banquet was set for Feb. 2nd, 2008 at the Starlight Hotel in Brookings, with a meeting of the Board of Directors/Officers at 5 pm, and the Awards at 7:00 p.m.  Doug Richards will contact the Starlight to make arrangements.  

The 2008 Spring Spotacular was discussed.  Penney has received confirmation from Lita Hottel, Burton Butler and Mary Ingwerson that they will be able to judge.  Doug Nickel reported that the expo has been reserved for the show.  Doug Richards will contact Super 8 hotel in Sioux Falls for accommodations for the judges.  Danny Bennett asked that Non Pro Timed Calf Roping and Non Pro Heading and Heeling be added as classes.  Class approval and showbill finalization is scheduled for the next meeting as the ApHC Show Approval application is due Feb. 13th, 2008.  We have received some complaints about the lack of a concession stand early in the mornings during the show and it was decided that the club will have rolls and coffee available at the office, and a container for donations.  The fairgrounds 
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contract makes it impossible for us to charge for concessions or bring in a 4-H group to handle concessions.  Last year there was a problem obtaining sawdust and this year members are asked to begin checking with vendors for availability and prices early.  

Lori reported that she has not put out a newsletter this summer however will be putting one out this week with the awards banquet information.  

Doug Nickel reported that Horse Fair is March 14-15-16 2008.  The breed area is going to be moved into the main arena, and the Clinicians include Josh Lyons and Monty Bruce.  Stallion versatility will be Friday night and the Ranch Rodeo will be Saturday night.  Dorine has the contract for horse fair and CON will again plan on having a breed booth.  

The ApHC Annual Report was completed with the exception of the 2008 Officers/BOD, this will be added after the Feb. 2nd meeting.
