Dorine thinks they may have a director’s chair left unclaimed from pervious years and Lori has several unclaimed awards also.  These will be used, and if need be others will be purchased.  Lori showed the group a stain glass horseshoe made by Dick Fuhs, with the C.O.N. logo etched on it.  

The date for the 2010 C.O.N. trail ride is September 18th, and it will be held at Turkey Creek Ranch.  Lori is working with the owners of the Ranch on this.  It was suggested we turn this into a community service event by asking people to bring a canned food item, which will be donated, to a local food pantry.  

Lori reported she still has the Star Quilt from the raffle stored at her house.  The winner was Laura Sears from Montevideo MN.  We do have an address, but no phone number, a number for a person with the same last name was found in that town with a different address, Lori will try and make contact with them either by phone or mail and make arrangements for her to pick up the quilt.

A mass mailing was discussed, which would include information on C.O.N. activities such as the awards banquet, show, trail ride, a membership form would be included and also a survey on what activities we could offer as a club to entice people to join.
