Hi, I attended the Board of Directors meetings in Jackson MS June 23-27.  The evening of the 24th we held election of officers.  They are: President-Chuck McWhirter, Vice President-Steve Bennett, Planning & Review-Laura Lyon, Finance-Jack Zuidema, and Marketing-Lonnie Ledbetter.  Friday morning Committee assignments were announced and I am on the Trail, Marketing, Youth and Non Pro Committees.  Friday and Saturday were spent in Committee meetings and Sunday was the full board meeting. 

Roland Hahn met with the Board and requested permission to manage the Sheltowee Trail ride for 2010 & 2011.  He would do this privately with no coordinator from the ApHC office, as Kevin has resigned and at this time he has not been replaced.  The ride location and price would stay the same as previously set and Mr. Hahn has submitted the application for trail ride approval to the ApHC, and will obtain insurance.  The ride dates are October 3rd – 9th at the Red Hills Horse Camp. 
The motions that came to the full Board for the first time, and will come back before the Board for a 2nd vote at the March 2011 Board of Directors meeting are:

 The Sheltowee Trail ride be postponed pending BOD review at the spring meeting-This passed as Mr. Hahn will manage the Sheltowee for 2010, and has requested to do so for 2011 also. 

The Planning & Review Committee recommends that the ApHC adopt the American Horse Council Welfare Code of Practice.  Passed

The Planning & Review Committee recommended that a Committee be formed of Non Board members to review the list of candidates for the Hall of Fame and provide recommendations and comments to the ApHC Board of Directors for its consideration.  The full Board would still vote on the Hall of Fame nominees.  Passed

Rule 204 (which had been nick named the ‘crop out rule’) was rescinded and by action of Rule 70 the bloodline requirements will remain as in the 2010 rulebook-which states to be eligible for registration a horse must have one ApHC registered parent.  Passed

Rule 70 be amended by striking the second reference to the words “and disapproval motions” in Rule 70B and striking the works “or disapproval motions” in both places in Rule 70C  Failed  
Rule 770.A.3 be amended by adding the word “untwisted” between the words “no” and “square stock”.  Passed 

Rule 420.N. be amended to add the words “and ACTHA events”  to Rule 420.N.10 and to add the worlds “Team Sorting” to the heading of Rule 420.N.15. Passed (this adds ACTHA and Team Sorting events to ACAAP)  *Please note a proposal to add cowboy
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Mounted shooting as an approved category in ACAAP was not approved if you are interested in having this added please let me know! 
A recommendation was made that World Show qualification should be exclusively through Regional Club participation not via the National Points System.  This was tabled-Directors are to get feedback from the members on this.

A recommendation was made that there be NO minimum horse requirement  at an ApHC Regional Club show Passed

It was recommended that non-pro Rule 900.J be amended to add the words “aunt, uncle, niece, and nephew” after the word “brother” Passed

The Rule 713.A.6. be amended by adding the following sentence at the beginning of the Rule:  “Mares that have produced three naturally-born, ApHC-registered foals are eligible to show in the Broodmare Class”  Passed

Rule 713.1.6.f. be amended by adding to the first sentence “except that a mare’s production requirements cannot be satisfied by a mare’s donation of an embryoto another mare” and by striking the last sentence of 713.A.6.f  Passed

The Board accepted and approved the FYE 2010 audited Financial statements.  

The following motions were brought before the board for the 2nd time, and if they received their 2nd approval they will become a rule in 2011.  

Heritage will be divided in the following two classes- Men’s (warriors) and Ladies .  Men’s and Ladies heritage may be combined at the regional shows at the discretion of show management only with the unanimous consent of all exhibitors involved.  Passed

It was recommended that Non Characteristic registered Appaloosas must purchase either a Race medallion Permit or a Performance permit prior to becoming eligible to earn medallion points, the cost of the Race medallion Permit: $100  Passed

It was recommended that 2 year-olds be allowed to enter the Heritage Class and retain their eligibility for 2-year old classes Passed

If a Regional Club must reschedule a single-judge show due to an act of God, such single-judge show may be combined with another previously scheduled single judge show approved under the free waiver provision.  In such case both shows shall retain their fee-waiver status.  All other show approval requirements shall continue to apply.

Passed
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The CEO, with approval of the ApHC Executive Committee, may determine that a Performance Permit be issued to a Non Characteristic horse if the horse was born prior to 2007 and cannot be parentage verified Passed         

BOD Motion 58-03-10 is in regard to judges, it was amended to read 500.F.6 Notwithstanding the above requirements to retain active judge’s status, the Judges’ Committee may with the approval of the CEO and Executive Committee, in consideration of exceptional circumstances, waive strict compliance with the requirements of Rule 500.F.3. and 5 Passed

A motion was made allowing a Limited Participation membership, which would allow an individual 19 years or older (as of Jan 1) who wishes to participate in an ApHC sponsored activity on a limited basis.  A Limited Participation Membership may be purchased the day of an event for $15, is non voting and will not receive the Appaloosa Journal, show points or the benefits of membership such as reduced fees for transfers, stallion reports etc.  Passed

The recommendation to allow non-Appaloosa horses to compete in the same classes with ApHC registered horses in a single judge fee-waiver show held by a Regional Club was Passed

Statistics we were given for the status of the ApHC at this time are:
Total revenue = $4,253,574

Expenses=         $4,255,758

Loss for the year $      2,184

Year end memberships totaled 17,775, a decrease of 12% from the previous year. 

ApHC registered 4,139 horses in 2009 (drop of 23%)

A total of 1,186 of those registrations were from “outcrosses” with one parent representing one of the approved breeds.

Transfers (5,155) were down 6% but that’s a smaller decline than some other breeds experienced) 

242 horses received the Foundation Pedigree Designation in 2009, a total of 4,917 horses are enrolled in the FPD program.

The ApHC issued 336 Performance Permits in 2009.  

The trend is similar for other equine breed associations:

AQHA membership down 9%, Registrations 18%

APHA membership down 10%, registrations 21%

Arabian membership down 9% registrations 21%

Morgan memberships down 15% registrations 14%
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Show info:  entries at ApHC approved shows were down 5.76% in 2009, there were 2,499 horses that earned ½ a point in 2009.  The leading states ranked by number of show entries were TX, OK, MI, CA, IL, FL, NJ, NY, MA and Nebraska.  

The 2009 ApHC National Show had 2,894 entries (down 1.9% from 2008)

The World Show had 2,383 entries (the same as 2008)
