The records indicated on this list include only the points and titles earned in ApHC-approved or -sponsored competitions. If you 
have earned points in excess of the limits listed below or have earned any National or World titles with any other equine breed 
association, you are expressly denied the ability to compete as a novice non-pro and/or novice youth (in that specific class). 
Eligibility listings on this record do not guarantee novice eligibility if points and/or titles earned with another breed association 
eliminate you from eligibility. 

 
And remember to print a copy of your listing in order to present to show officials at any ApHC-approved show that you attend in 
2012! 

 
Novice Non-Pro eligibility: 
In order to be eligible to show in novice non-pro classes, the non-pro must have fewer than 20 points (including points earned in 
non-pro, novice non-pro, 35 & over non-pro, masters non-pro, youth and novice youth divisions) in that class in the ApHC and/or 
any other breed association as of January 1 of the current year and must not have won an ApHC non-pro National or World title or 
title in any other equine breed association in that class (beginning 1/1/1996). In addition, former professionals reclassified as non-
pros are ineligible to compete in any novice classes. 

Novice Youth Eligibility: 
To be eligible to show in a novice youth class, the youth, as of January 1 of the current year, shall have earned less than a 
combined total of 20 points in the ApHC and/or any other breed organization ςapproved or ςsponsored shows in the group of 
youth and novice youth classes that count toward determining novice eligibility in each of the five novice youth classes, excluding 
walk-trot, leadline, hunter in hand and halter. The youth must not have won an ApHC youth National or World title or title in any 
other equine breed association (beginning 1/1/1998) in that class to remain eligible. Youth may be ineligible for one class (based 
on points or titles earned) but may still be eligible to compete in other novice youth classes.

 I hope you all had a happy & successful 2011, with the advent of the New Year I would like to 
summarize some of the items which the Board passed last year, items that will be coming up 
for a second vote at the next Board meeting, dates and websites that you may find of interest. 

Items which the BOD passed which will take effect in 2012 are: 

*added to ACAAP approved events: the American Competitive Trail Horse Association and Team 
Sorting 

*Added aunt, uncle, niece and nephew to family members allowed to own a horse a non-pro may use 
*There will be no minimum number of horses required at a Regional Club Sponsored show for points 

to be earned.  

*Added Youth Tie-Down roping 18 & Under to the Youth World Show 

*Use the American Endurance Ride Conference region map for areas used for the rotation of the Appaloosa National 

Championship Endurance Ride. The 2012 ride will be in the Northwest. 

*Change the broodmare rules where once a broodmare has produced 3 naturally born ApHC registered foals she is eligible

*Non-pro Walk/Trot classes. Classes included are western horsemanship, western pleasure, trail, hunt-seat equitation, 

hunter under saddle, Nez Perce stake race, Camas Prairie stump race and keyhole. A contestant cannot enter walk/trot 

classes and any walk/trot lope classes at the same show. These shows are approved for regional clubs to offer or not at 

their discretion; they are not World/National Show classes at this time.  

*The Executive Committee and CEO may allow, on a case-by-case basis, a horse or non-pro to show at Worlds due to 

extraordinary circumstances which prohibited them from qualifying. Non-pros may qualify by exhibiting to a minimum of 5 

judges in any class.  

*Endorsed the use of the World Confirmation Horse Association standards for judging Halter Horses. 

*2012 Regional Club Relief, this is for 2012 only and gives Regional Clubs an option of offering points for 3 judges while 

hiring only two, or points for 4 judges while hiring only 3.  

 

The next Appaloosa Horse Club Board meeting will be held in Moscow Idaho March 9-11th. 

The following items will require a 2nd vote at the March 2012 meeting, and I hope you will give me your input on these: 

*Youth age divisions may be combined or 18 & under classes may be split with the unanimous consent of all exhibitors 

involved.  

*Clarification of the artificial insemination rules to include on-premise frozen semen usage 

*Removal of the rule prohibiting the advertising of an ApHC registered horse by a name other than its registered name 

*Remove the required number of shows a judge must judge to retain their card 

*Allow a non-pro to assist showing a horse for a special needs exhibitor 

*Eliminate the requirement of points for World Qualification for open over fences classes, junior hunter hack, non pro 

working hunter, non pro jumping, non pro hunt seat equitation over fences and non pro pleasure driving. 

*Create ACAAP Premium Promotion Awards 

*Create an ACAAP Youth division
