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FACTS REGARDING NEGOTIATIONS FOR NATIONAL SHOW SITES

1. Oklahomans passed legislation that increased the hotel/motel tax, with that money
earmarked for renovations at the State Fairgrounds. In doing so, the Oklahoma
City CVB prepared information for voters on the economic impact of the horse
shows in OKC. They estimated that the impact of the National Show on the local
economy was almost $10 million annually. This makes the ApHC show the third
largest in OKC behind the AQHA World Show and the US Team Roping
Championships. For 2005, they estimated the show to have an economic impact of
over $12 million.

Although show sites for the National Show had been informally discussed for

over a year, the ApHC first formally discussed venue options for the 2008-and-

beyond National Shows at the July 2004 board of directors meeting in Oklahoma

City.

a. At this meeting, we met with OKC representatives and discussed renovations,
the tax increase and our desire to improve our financial position in our next
contract. They indicated that they’d been approached by several organizations
that wanted a portion of that revenue and would address it with us during new
contract negotiations.

3. In January 2005, Ms. Minden-LeForce met with officials from OKC to discuss
concerns related to grounds renovations and relayed information about potential
(unknown dollar amount) and known ($17,000) revenue losses due to construction
and asked the facility to consider monetary donations to compensate ApHC
losses.

4. Over the next several months, ApHC board members and staff members
approached several venues to determine their interest level in bidding on the
show. In addition to sites we sought out, we were approached by several others
that indicated interest in bidding.

5. A site team was established consisting of Keri Minden-LeForce, Frank Larrabee
and Eddie Buchanan. They were dispatched to four sites in anticipation of
receiving bids from the four, which included the State Fairgrounds in Oklahoma
City, OK; Tulsa, OK; Jackson, MS; and Springfield, IL. Eric Beene’ joined the
group in Jackson, MS and Gary Connolly was part of the group that went to
Springfield, IL.

6. From July 2004 to August 2005, ApHC officials met several times with
representatives of the OKC fairgounds and CVB.

b. In March 2005, Mr. Larrabee, Ms. Minden-LeForce and Mr. Buchanan met
with them to discuss the contract and renovations. At this time we again
indicated our desire to remain in OKC but to also improve our financial
position in the new contract. We also discussed concerns about construction
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
