Center of the Nation ApHC

November 8th 2008

The Center of the Nation ApHC met November 8th, 2008 at the Pizza Ranch in Hartford.  Officers/BOD present were Doug Nickel, Teri McCarty, Dorine Bennett, Penny Petersen and Lori Richards.  Officers/BOD absent were Denise Dutenhofer and Craig Roth.  Guest was Dan Bennett 

The meeting was called to order and the minutes from the August 23rd meeting were read and approved.  Dorine reported there was no Treasurers report available, but no activity had taken place since the last meeting.

Old Business:

1) Reports were given on alternative arena sites for the Spring Spotacular show. 

a. Doug Nickel reported that Huron charges $900/day + utilities for the open class beef barn.  This will be reduced to $750/day + utilities with a minimum of 100 stalls.  For the other building it is $500/day + utilities but drops to $250/day + utilities with 100 stall minimum.  Stalls are $15/each.  

b. Email from Craig Roth regarding the Yellow Rose was read, 75 Stalls are available, the charge is $500/day + electricity stalls are 21/night which includes chips.  7N Arena in Springfield has 32 stalls, the charge is $300/day for the arena.  

c. E-mail from Denise on an estimate from Brookings was reviewed.  The main arena is not available on our dates, but a second arena on the grounds is, cost is $400/day, which includes utilities.  Stalls are $12/day.  There is a fee of $12/hour for a Manager on Duty.  

Discussion was held comparing the different arenas cost wise and ease of competitors to get to/from them and local accommodations available.  

A motion was made by Teri McCarty to have the Spring Spotacular show in 2009 at the Brookings Arena, same format (3 day 4 judges), if the show does not make a profit this year it will be discontinued for 2010.  The motion was 2nd by Doug Nickel and passed unanimously.  

2)  Possible judges for the show were discussed.  It was decided to use local judges if possible to keep expenses low.  Judges to contact are Jean Hummel, Gene Carr and Paul Filzen.  Lori will take care of this.  

3)  Members are reminded to sell the raffle tickets.  This money is ear-marked for our year end awards, and we have some very nice items donated as prizes.  

New Business:

1) Discussion was held on a location and date for the awards banquet.  Teri will check with the Casino in Flandreau to see what type of meeting rooms they have available and if there would be a cost.  Several different ideas were discussed for awards with no decision being made.  One idea is for shirts with the CON name or logo.  This would be especially nice as club members could wear them at the show and be easily identified by exhibitors who had questions.  Denise had mentioned she has a lady by her that does stitching very reasonably, Lori will contact Denise to see if she can get information on shirts and bring to the next meeting.  

2) Doug Nickel reported that Jim and Sandy Jirkovsky will be at the SD Horse Fair again in 2009 as well as Stacy Westphal.  To get horse fair updates go to sdhorsefair.com 

3) Lori reported that she attended the N/P Advisory meeting at the World Show.  This committee has recommended that 35 & Over Western Riding, 35 & Over Trail and 35 & Over Novice Trail be added as approved classes  to the ApHC BOD.

4) Doug Nickel and his family took one of their horses to the Girl Scout office as part of a Horse Council presentation.  They gave rides and handed out literature about the Appaloosa horse.  

5) It was decided to have a meeting in December to set a date for the banquet and finalize year-end awards.  Lori will contact Denise to see if they are coming to Sioux Falls and coordinate a date with their plans.
