| New Double Point Rule

In a conference call meeting of the ApHC Board of
Directors October 3, 2006, 2 motion was passed to
establish an approval process and reduced fees for
Appaloosa shows at state fairs and other “major™
livestock shows i.e., National Western Stock Show,
Houston Livestock Show, etc.

All major livestock shows and state fairs that meet
eligibility requirements as determined by the ApHC
based upon the size, scope and marketing potential
of the show or fair will be allowed one double-

judged, double-pointed show per year. The “show™ is
defined as an eligible livestock show or state fair at
which a maximum of two judges work independ-
ently, either concurrently or on different days. Show
management will collect regular point and show
approval fees, but show management will not be
required to collect or remit double point fees, and
will not be required to pay double the approval fees,
This rule will go into effect January 1, 2007, If vou

Four Seasons of Club Activities

These events are especially popular with
junior high school students and older kids. To in-
crease ticket sales, 1ake flyers offering discounts to

all the local schools and youth groups. Prior to
Thanksgiving sell cranberries, pecans or spices.
Ham or turkey raffles and bake sales are also popu-
lar. Hold a Food event; Barbecues, pancake break-
fasts, spaghetti suppers, box lunches, potluck din-
ners, box socials, ice cream socials, holiday cookie
exchange, wine and cheese parties, lunches, cocktail
parties, community dinners, cthnic dinners or coffee
and tea parties. These events are easy to organize,
and are quite profitable if the members are willing
to donate food and do the cooking.

Winter - Catering events to children such as
"Lunch with Santa," a children's Christmas fair or a
toy auction may be options to consider. The weeks
prior to Christmas are a good time to have bazaars,
holiday gift wrapping booths, or have a bake sale,
Don't overlook the opportunity to sell the obvious
things people buy at Christmas like Christmas trees,
wreaths, mistletoe, fruitcakes, garland, Christmas
cards, wrapping paper, candies, fruits and nuts.
